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Lea Sports PSG FC President’'s Report — Season 2010- 11

Here we are at the end of another busy season for the Club’s eleven teams: the 11-a-side teams have played
178 games between them, winning 103 and losing 54, with 493 goals for and 333 against (with 1 match to go for
the Saturday First XI). Between them these teams have brought home two Championships and appeared in 3
Cup Finals, with a fourth Final only being denied us because of an administrative error in the Jubliee Cup semi-
final, which saw the Saturday First team removed from the Competition. Overall a 63.8% record, which is
fantastic.

The Saturday First Team and Under Seventeens are both Champions of their respective divisions, losing just 2
league games between them. Indeed, the Saturday side won 34 of 41 games and the Under 17s were
undefeated in the league— a truly fantastic record. The 7-a-side teams played 98 matches, including 2 friendlies
for an Under 6 team, the first time Lea Sports has ever fielded such a young side. The Under Sevens also
completed a fixture list of some 44 matches between their 2 sides and great credit must go to the boys for
completing so many matches in a season.

There were the usual moments of controversy in the season: having won their Jubilee Cup semi-final vs.
Westoning 4-2 after extra time, the Saturday Firsts discovered that one of the players had played in an FA
Trophy match for a different club some five months earlier, which rendered him ineligible! However, the
pendulum was to swing back the other way when we discovered that the player who scored the winning goal
for Elstow Abbey against us in the Bedfordshire Junior Cup semi-final was too young and so ineligible to play.
Bizarrely, this fact came to light because the boy played in a match against Kings AFC for whom his teacher was
playing and who recognised him! A hurried phone call to the Beds FA on the original day of the Final saw Elstow
removed from the Competition and Lea Sports reinstated.

The Under 17s had to play 3 matches against a very unsaintly Shefford Saints — the first fixture was abandoned
after a number of Shefford players were dismissed; in the second match 2 more players were sent off, plus a
third and the manager after the final whistle. For the third game we insisted on the presence of a league official
and neutral linesman, after our usual club linesman refused to face the barrage of abuse from the Shefford
supporters. It is a great credit to our players that we didn’t even get one yellow card in all three games.

We’ve had our share of bad luck with injuries this year as well. Meshach Hendrickson broke his leg playing for
the Saturday Reserves in September and didn’t play again until April; Danny Davis damaged his ankle playing for
the Sunday Firsts the same weekend. Perhaps the two unluckiest players were two strikers who were
competing for the Golden Boot award for the top scorer in the Club. With 2 weeks of April gone, Ben Morris
scored 4 times as the Under 17s clinched the Division 2 title, to take his tally to 23 — one ahead of Chris
Littlejohn. Unfortunately, in the final minutes of the game, he broke his leg and his season was over. Then Chris
Littlejohn himself was to damage ligaments as the Saturday team hit 12 past Kempston Hammers. Meanwhile,
in the same game James Awofisan scored 4 times to take his tally to 24 with 5 games to go.

The Saturday morning sessions for 4-9 year olds have proved popular again this year, with an influx of players
from Shillington in particular and this has laid the foundations for another new Under 7 team again next season.
The Club has also had its Charter Standard development status reaffirmed by the County FA, which is
encouraging for the future. As ever, some players will leave us this summer looking for better things, but we
continue to be one of the best-run and best-respected clubs in the area and we should all be very proud of our
achievements this season.

Finally an enormous thenk you to all the volunteers in the Club — on the touchline, in the kitchen or
elsewhere — without you the Club could not survive.

No doubt, if we played our
strongest team every week, with players in their strdrggestions we would have won many more games. Equally
we would have lost the other games by considerably mBugthat wasn't what this season was about.

This is my first experience of grass roots mini-fodthalayed in a non-competitive way and | have to say kam
huge fan. | think it really does encourage the right biebhas of all concerned — not just the boys, but also the
parents and coaches alike. It really does create amement where football is a positive experience for all
concerned. Non-competitive doesn’t mean they don’leblasird and want to win — that is human nature (and make
no mistake | “encourage” the boys when they don’t give 1P(8at it just means that the results aren’t recorded.

This encourages coaches to adjust their squads to magjantes as enjoyable for each and every player as possible
It creates and environment where parents can pogigvelourage the kids, without focussing on the end relult.
takes the pressure off the boys if (and when) mistaleesiade. It also takes the pressure off the refer@aléows
them to encourage fair play and allow kids to learn fitoair mistakes. The way non-competitive football was
explained to me on my FA Coaching course was as fallows

“Is 10-0 a good victory™No. What has your keeper learned, what has your defencetgdrave your strikers been
challenged? What about the other team, how does theikegyaer feel, how does their defence feel, has it been
positive experience for the players and the parents?”

That has stuck with me all season and I'm pleased tmsay other (but not all) clubs adopt the same approaeh. W
have to remember that they are still very young. Tee plenty of time later to worry about winning and what
position in the league they are.

Another key learning point is that rotation is a gitbatg for our young players. Skills required in defeneevary
different to skills required in midfield or attack. Itmsportant that players learn all the skills, not thesathey want

to learn or the ones that we want to teach them becthass their strongest position. They have plentynoé later

in their football careers to make their own decisiabsut where they want to play, based on experiendéthta
aspects of the game. Several of our players havg seaprised me this season with their ability to tariw

positions they themselves wouldn’t have chosen toiplajt’s fantastic when you see the smile on thetefawhen
they realise they can be a good defender as well asdastyiker (although it's not as cool!). If the leaguesw
competitive and the result and league position matteradydt sure we would have the same focus on rotation and
the development of rounded players — we'd be playing theg#st defenders in defence and the strongest strikers up
front.
